Thank you for the opportunity to review Werner Archeological
Consulting®"™s (WAC) excellent Preliminary Project Review Letter
Report for the above-referenced project. | truly appreciate
your patience in waiting for these comments.

In order to assist the Federal Highway Administration in
complying with Section 106 of the National Historic
Preservation Act, the Division for Historic Preservation has
reviewed this undertaking according to the standards set forth
in 36 C.F.R. 800, regulations established by the Advisory
Council on Historic Preservation to implement Section 106.
Project review consists of identifying the project"s potential
impacts to historic buildings, structures, historic districts,
historic landscapes and settings, and to known or potential
archeological resources.

We concur with WAC®s conclusions about the high archeological
sensitivity of all three potential alignments. We also concur
with his recommendation that a Phase 1 ldentification Level
archeological Study be completed for the preferred alignment
once It has been chosen. WAC®s Phase 1 Scope of Work 1is
acceptable and meets State and Federal guidelines. The Phase
I budget should anticipate production of at least 30 copies of
the final report. Our Division will need 10 copies. Dr.
Werner should talk with AOT archeologist Duncan Wilkie to
specifically identify the number of final reports that AOT may
need.

The final Phase | Scope of Work must acknowledge the existence
of the Winooski Gorge within the project area. The Gorge may
have focused small but important prehistoric and historic
Native American sites whose specific association was this
important natural area.
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We note from WAC "s preliminary project review that the Lime
Kiln Bridge itself i1s listed on the State Register of Historic
Places and may be eligible for the National Register of
Historic Places. Apparently two other structures listed on the
State Register lie near the project area. Figure 2, the ortho
photo map of the three alignments, shows several standing
structures near alignments 2 and 3. We are thus concerned
that ¥ou have not retained an architectural historical
consultant to provide us with the necessary information about
any structures which may be impacted by the proposed project.
Your consultant must provide us with locator maps and
photographs of all standing structures that lie within or near
any of the three alignments; descriptions of all such
properties including dates of construction, and an assessment
of whether they meet the criteria for inclusion in the
National Register. Once a final alignment has been selected
your consultant will then need to provide us with Information
on the project®"s potential Impacts to any National Register
eligible properties and discuss alternatives for mitigation.
Enclosed 1s a list of qualified architectural historical
consultants. IT you have questions regarding this process,
please contact Curtis Johnson of this office.

MEMORANDUM OF AGREEMENT
Submitted to the Advisory Council on Historic Preservation
Pursuant to 36 CFR 800.6(a)

WHEREAS, the Federal Highway Administration (FHWA) has
determined that the proposed replacement of Bridge No. 6, a 1913
open-spandrel concrete arch bridge which carries Airport Parkway
across the Winooski River and tracks of the Central Vermont
Railroad between South Burlington and Colchester, Vermont, will
have an adverse effect on a significant historic bridge eligible
for the National Register of Historic Places, and has consulted
with the Vermont State Historic Preservation Officer (Vermont
SHPO) through the Deputy State Historic Preservation Officer, who
is also the Director of the Vermont Division for Historic
Preservation (Vermont DHP), pursuant to 36 CFR Part 800,
regulations implementing Section 106 of the National Historic
Preservation Act (16 U.S.C. 470f); and

WHEREAS, the Vermont Agency of Transportation (Vermont AQOT)
has participated in the consultation and has been invited to
concur in this Memorandum of Agreement;

WHEREAS, the city of South Burlington and town of Colchester
may have an interest iIn subsequent use of this bridge for
alternative transportation purposes and have been invited to
concur in this Memorandum of Agreement;

WHEREAS, the Metropolitan Planning Organization (MPO) has an
interest In coordinating this project and has been invited to
concur iIn this Memorandum of Agreement; and

WHEREAS, the Vermont Division for Historic Preservation may
accept ownership of historic bridges, as authorized by Chapter
36, Laws of Vermont (1993), entitled: "An Act Relating to the
Preservation of Historic Bridges."

NOW, THEREFORE, FHWA, Vermont SHPO, and Vermont DHP agree
and Vermont AOT, and the Advisory Council on Historic
Preservation (the Council), the town of Colchester, the city of
South Burlington, and the MPO concur that the project shall be
implemented in accordance with the following stipulations 1in
order to take iInto account and mitigate the project"s effect on
historic properties.
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
